Mandatory Training Course for Central Line Insertion

Attn:  New Residents and Fellows for Rotations

All new residents (and fellows) are required to view an on-line course to reduce venous catheter (CVC) infections and other complications.  The course was developed by the Division of Research in Patient Safety in conjunction with Infection Control.

If you are unsure if you will be inserting central lines as part of your rotation, you may be exempt from this requirement – please contact your UMMC program coordinator to find out.

The on-line course is based on the best evidence-based practices for the reduction of CVC infections:

· Hand hygiene

· Use cap, mask, sterile gown, sterile gloves, and full-body sterile drapes during placement

· Skin prep with chlorhexidine

· Site selection (subclavian preferred, avoid femoral lines in general)

· Use of a checklist to assure that all the components of a “time out” and sterile techniques are maintained during insertion

· Placement of a chlorhexidine containg patch, “Biopatch” over the insertion site

· Use of the minocycline/rifampin impregnated catheter where possible 

· Daily review of lines and removal if unnecessary

Residents/fellows coming from outside institutions are required to take the course before starting the rotation.
