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Orthopaedic Surgery Medical Student Rotation Guidelines

Dear Medical Students,

Welcome to the Orthopaedic Surgery rotation! 
We are hopeful that your week with us will be enlightening and educational.  During this 1week rotation you will learn about some common adult and pediatric orthopaedic problems, how to read/interpret x-rays, orthopaedic physical exam, common fracture pattern, orthopaedic emergencies, as well as when to refer to an orthopaedist.  

The rotation will commence PROMPTLY at 6:00 AM in the Gillespie Orthopaedic Learning Center on S11B, every Monday with a physical exam session that will last approximately 30-45 minutes.  The goal of the session is to:

1. provide the students (and residents) with a coordinated and consistent meeting place at the beginning of the rotation throughout the year.
2. provide a directed, low stress environment in which students will be introduced to the MSK/ortho exam that they will hopefully build on throughout their rotation experience (at the least) and hopefully into their careers
3. direct students to the team (spine, joints, va, etc.) they will work with for the week.
4. provide you with your examination and attendance sheet.
 
At the end of this session, the students will proceed to the Trauma Board across from the Shock Trauma Auditorium for Trauma Conference.  Students will meet their service chief resident at Trauma Conference.

· A white coat is expected to be worn if traveling in scrubs in the hospital.

· Introduce yourself to the patients you will be caring for; in clinic and in the pre-op area prior to surgery

· Check your assignment (from chief) for the next day before leaving

· Understand what operations you will be participating in

· Understand the anatomy, indications, and surgical approaches used

· Be an active learner and member of the team!!!
· Complete your written examination and turn it in to Dr Sterling at the end of the week.

· Have a resident or attending on your team sign your attendance sheet at the end of each day.

d. The student will demonstrate understanding of necessity and timing of post-operative anticoagulation therapy

e. The student will understand evaluation and interpretation of standard laboratory studies

f. The student will demonstrate proper interpretation of post-operative x-rays

g. The student will demonstrate effective communication skills working with faculty, residents, nurses, and other staff.
h. The student will prepare for operative cases by reading on relevant surgical anatomy.

i. The student will participate in all regular conferences of the Orthopaedic Department

j. The student will demonstrate active learning by reading based on the syllabus provided below.  

Reading Material:
Students will be expected to read based on the reading list provided.  A copy of the textbook, Essentials of Musculoskeletal Care, 3rd Ed. Will be available for each student to sign out at the beginning of the week and must be returned at the completion of the rotation.  You must return the textbook to pass the rotation.
